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Slide the module labelled HSS Drill Bit Sharpener (Module 1) 
onto the Power Station. The module will be in the correct 
position once the retaining latch has locked.

1 Lift drill bit clamp from sharpening turret.  Load drill bit into 
clamp and tighten clamp lightly to leave the drill bit free to 
move 
(illustration A).

2 Select appropriate setting block from block set case 
according to drill bit size.  (Drill bit size is usually stamped on 
the drill bit). Use the colour coded label on the module for 
easy reference.  Place selected setting block into setting 
block position (illustration B).  

3 With the drill bit still loose in the clamp, place drill bit clamp 
into alignment position (illustration C). (Do not tighten the drill 
bit clamp just yet!)  Move the drill bit point into the setting 
block and very carefully twist the drill bit clockwise so that the 
cutting edges fit against the stops on the setting block.  (It is 
important that the drill bit point is located firmly and accurately 
to ensure optimum sharpening results). When drill bit is in 
position tighten the drill bit clamp firmly.  

AT THE SAME TIME, remove setting block and drill bit clamp 
from the alignment position. Replace setting block back into 
the block set case.  

HANDY HINT - Blacken the end of the drill bit with a marker pen to indicate if both faces of the drill bit have been sharpened evenly. 

4 Insert drill bit clamp into sharpening turret (illustration 4).  Ensure fine adjustment screw is in position by adjusting the screw clockwise for 
drill bit movement towards the stone and anti clockwise for drill bit movement away from the stone.  (You may need to adjust the fine 
adjustment screw during the sharpening process).

5 Switch on Power Station using the on/off switch on the top of the unit.

6 Rotate the sharpening turret from side to side with light finger pressure. Depending on bluntness of drill bit this action may vary.  e.g.  
Approximately 6 to 8 full rotations on each side of the drill bit should be sufficient (illustration D).  Very blunt drill bits may require more 
rotations.  To ensure correct angle is achieved the same number of rotations must be completed on the opposite side.  

7 To sharpen the opposite side of the drill bit, remove the drill bit clamp from the sharpening turret, turn it over and replace back into 
sharpening turret.  Repeat process number 6.

8 Check the leading edge of both flutes are equally sharp and that the tip is backed off equally on both sides – they should meet exactly in 
the middle as in illustration E and not as illustration F.

9 Switch the Power Station off before removing the module ensure that the grinding wheel has stopped.
